Here is a list of our CAST if you want to audition for a speaking role. Make sure 
you choose a role that fits your personality and abilities. There are a few roles 
that act only, some sing as well. Dixie needs a country accent & Chef Bella 
needs a French accent. 
 
CAST:  
Mom – A tender-hearted and compassionate mother. (15 lines) 
Dad – A kind and sensitive father. (16 lines) 
Sophie – A typical older daughter with a little attitude in the first few scenes. (36 lines) 
Sam –The middle child who wants to be a drummer. He has a little attitude as well. (43 lines) 
Sarah – The cute little sister.  (33 lines) 
Brody – The charming drum major, somewhat military. He sings a few short lines. (30 lines)  
Dixie – A friendly cowgirl, talks with a country twang and sings.  (12 lines) 
Chef Bella – The French chef, talks with a heavy French accent and she sings. (9 lines) 
Giff – A forgetful Christmas elf, always in a hurry and sings a little. (10 lines) 
Gloria – The Christmas angel.  (9 lines) 
A Small Group of the Parade Brigade – Five (maybe more) kids in the marching band. 
 
ACTING AUDITIONS: 

Memorize at least one of the lines below. Use a lot of expression and speak loud and clear. We 
are so proud of you for your audition! 

MOM: (sounding disappointed) Wait a minute. Aunt Bella just called. It seems they’re having a 
bit of car trouble. They’ll need to get it checked out before they hit the road in the 
morning.  

(pleasantly surprised) Well, come in. How in the world did you get here so fast?  

DAD: (sound agitated) Children! What has gotten into you three? Calm down. We’re sorry our 
plans have to change... but Christmas is a time to think of others.  

Say, speaking about that parade— now that we’re all here, I believe we could move up 
dinner and get to that parade after all.  

SOHPIE: No! This can’t be happening! Why don’t they just stay home this year?  

Dad and Mom, it was so real... the entire parade was all about Jesus and His love for 
us.  
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SAM:  Hey, Giff, I was wonderin’, on your gift list, by any chance, is there a drum listed?
